Some of her other goals for this coming year are to: End Polio,
challenge all clubs in the district to be 100% sustaining, empower
girls by challenging us to get our local schools and youth servicing
organizations to sign up for YPA (Youth & Peace in Action), the
largest local peace project in Rotary history.
